Farmbrook Association 
Assessment Delinquency Policy

Property Owners in the Farmbrook Development are bound legally by the Association Covenants to pay an annual assessment to the association for the purposes of maintaining the health, safety and enjoyment of all members.  Failure to pay this annual assessment in monthly installments shall result in the following procedure: 

You will receive a notice after 30 days at which time a late fee of $15.00 is assessed.  If your account reaches $200.00 in arrears, you will receive notice that your delinquent account will be processed for legal action.  If your assessment has still not been paid you will be notified that your monthly payment right has been waived and you will have your account “accelerated”, which then requires you to pay the full year’s assessment plus late fees and any associated court costs in full immediately until you are notified by the Board that you can return to monthly payments.  If you should still fail to take positive action, then a lien is placed against your property and this lien will remain until the account is settled in full or if your property is sold.  The sale cannot occur until the account is settled.  Delinquent dues cannot be passed to a future owner without their written permission. 

Property owners are encouraged to consider the impact their neglect/failure to keep their dues current has on their neighbors and the association.  One method for keeping your future dues from “acceleration” is to be prompt and pay on time.  Another option is taking advantage of DIRECT DEPOSIT (if you are interested in this method, call me and I will get the form to you for your bank). See article on page 2 – MONTHLY HOA FEES.

ATTENTION SINGLE-FAMILY HOMEOWNERS:

SNOW REMOVAL


During the required snow - removal times, single-family homeowners should park their vehicles in their driveways.  Vehicles need to be off the roads to allow proper snow removal!! 


The roads are narrow and plows need the room to scrape up the snow.  Once roads ARE cleared - and sometimes it takes two or three times, then the sidewalks should be cleared. 

This parking issue is not only a concern during snow removal times.  The issue of parking on the streets in the single-family homes has been discussed and there is concern that emergency vehicles would not be able to get thru on these streets because of vehicles parked on the curbs. 
One particular time the fire truck turned onto a street and had to back out and go into the second entrance because their equipment could not get thru the vehicle obstructions.  

The Board is requesting that the Frederick County Fire Marshall visit Farmbrook and assess the situation.  Once the evaluation is completed, the County will give their opinion on the parking situation.  We will publish more info in the newsletter and on our website as we get the details.

AMENDMENTS


Yes, you have seen this information before.  The Board is proposing a change to the Declaration and Covenants to the Farmbrook Association.  Attached is a ballot that can be returned to management’s office. 

If you have already completed and returned the ballot please do not resend it.  All ballots must be signed and have the address of the signature to be valid. 


The proposal is a change to the maximum height requirement for fences changing the height from 4 feet to 6 feet in the single-family homes.  This Amendments does not mean that all fences MUST BE 6 feet in height; it simply means you have a legal option to go for 6 feet.  

Additionally, there is also a proposal to exclude the requirement that fences be the same material as the original fences built by Ryan Homes.  This would allow for some newer type and more durable fencing material available; chain link fences are still not permitted.  The change also deletes the color of the fencing to be natural or red wood stain. 


All ballots must be returned by April 1, 2007.  After this time there will be no more ballots accepted. If at this time there are not enough votes to approve the change the issue will be considered closed. 


To have the amendment pass we need 327 households to vote yes that they agree with the changes.  To date I have received 54 votes to approve the changes and 13 against the changes. 

PARKING SITUATIONS

NOTICE: If a vehicle that is not yours or does not belong to someone visiting you and that vehicle is parked in your assigned NUMBERED space, you may call to have that vehicle towed.  We have a contract with Grimm’s towing to remove vehicles not legally parked in our Farmbrook Development.  The phone number is 301-694-6613.
