The Board of Directors (BOD) meets on a monthly basis at the office of Clagett Management, Inc.

The Farmbrook Community held its annual meeting on November 27, 2007 at the Ballenger Creek Middle School. The meeting was called to order at 7:10pm. 63 households represented by proxies and 13 households represented in person.  The President introduced the current Board of Directors.  Pat DeGrange from May’s Security was present and gave a report on security in the neighborhood. The 2006 Annual meeting minutes were read and approved. 


Management reviewed the current financial status of the community. There is currently $88,046.68 in a CD, $18,611.72 in a money market and $13,911.11 in the operating account for Farmbrook.  The approved 2008 budget was reviewed. There were a few questions in reference to the assessment split between the single family homes and the town homes. Management reported that this split was decided many years ago but, it was agreed that the Board would re-examine the numbers.  There was a question about the cost of trash removal for the community. Management reported that the trash contract will be expiring this coming year and that the Board already planned on soliciting bids for this contract. 


It was reported that the snow contract and the management contract were bid out this year for price comparison purposes. 


The President announced that there were two positions up for re-election this year, Dawn Archibald and George Salibi.  The floor was open for nominations. John Boyd, George Salibi and Dawn Archibald were nominated for the two positions. The Election resulted in Dawn Archibald and John Boyd being elected to a three year term. 

The meeting was adjourned.

SNOW REMOVAL

SINGLE-FAMILY HOMEownerS

During the required snow-removal times, all vehicles need to be off the roads to allow proper snow removal.  This means single-family homeowners should park their vehicles in their driveways.  

The roads are narrow and plows need room to scrape up the snow.  Once roads have been cleared then homeowners should clear the sidewalks.  Wait until the snow removal trucks have done their jobs before clearing the sidewalks.  Sometimes the roads need plowing 2 or 3 times before you can clear the sidewalk areas.

SNOW REMOVAL FOR TOWNHOMES

Lawnscape will be providing snow removal services for the common area sidewalks and town home courts. Common area sidewalks include the walk in front of your home but not the sidewalk leading up to your door. The Contractor will plow the streets in the town home areas but will not plow the parking spaces. While clearing your parking spaces DO NOT shovel snow back into the street that has been previously plowed or into a neighbor’s parking space.
